T RCIA / OCIA (Rite / Order of Christian Initiation for Adults) ADAPTED for youth is for me if:

I am over the age of 7 and not baptized, OR 1am an older teen having received only the sacrament of Baptism in the
Roman Catholic faith, OR | am an older teen baptized in another Christian faith and am seeking the path of Catholic

Christianity.
